1. Since we do not have laundry facilities, we respectfully request that you only bring gently used items in
clean and good/working condition.

2. Storage space for off-season clothing is limited, please limit clothing donations to items that we can
distribute during the current season. A rule of thumb, we distribute summer clothes between February
and July, and winter clothes are distributed between August and January.

3. We do not accept furniture; again, this is a space limitation.

4. Due to current federal regulations regarding lead, we are not accepting children’s toys at this time.

5. If you will be making a large donation, please call in advance to ensure we have space available. Also, if
you can, please bring help to unload as we have a shortage of volunteers, and many of our volunteers are
retired ladies. Your assistance is greatly appreciated.
